USSA Eastern Region                  


USSA alpine competition programs in the Eastern region are conducted within the framework of USSA programs, rules and procedures, as modified by the regional alpine competition committee and its technical subcommittees. Within the USSA Eastern region, state racing associations offer programs in conjunction with USSA to provide training situations and race series for all levels.

USSA Eastern Region Alpine Pipeline


The USSA alpine competition program in the Eastern region is organized under three general categories: junior development, seeded competition, and master's competition. Appropriate USSA membership fees are required for all Eastern programs.


All competitors must carry their membership card (or photo copy) at every race.
Competition Programs

USSA Youth Program


The youth program is the entry-level avenue for skiers new to the sport of alpine ski racing. An umbrella program, its flexible format can enhance existing entry-level programs, such as hopefuls, mitey-mites or Buddy Werner League.


The structure of youth program racing varies from state to state and from program to program within states. Many of the programs involve a dual-racing format, team racing concepts or other fun oriented events.


For detailed information about the programs available in your area, contact your state racing organization as listed in this chapter.

Junior 4 Competition 


Junior 4 competition (11 and 12 year-olds) is organized at close to home areas for most of the season. The J4 program begins with state racing circuits scheduled by each state association. In January, these races are generally local council races. State schedules will culminate in a J4 State Championship later in the season. There will be a J4 Future Starts Festival in March. Information on access and format will be available through your state racing association. Competitors must hold a valid USSA youth competitor membership for these programs.


The East has a quota of 30 boys and 30 girls to the J4 Can Am Cup in April. The 60 athletes will qualify from the race portion of the J4 Future Stars. 
Junior 3 Competition


Junior 3 competition is seen as the transitional step between children’s racing and seeded competition. Eastern J3’s compete at the state level in qualifying series for selections to regional events. The Eastern J3 Finals and J3 Junior Olympics are major season long goals.


Each state will calendar specific races in which second year J3’s will be allowed to compete in USSA scored competitions. Any USSA points earned at these events will be valid as soon as they appear on the USSA points list. The goal is to allow second year J3’s to sample the competition they will be facing the following year and allow them to begin developing a point profile for the next season. This should take some pressure off trying to over race in December of the following year. Information on access and the specific dates of these races is available through your state racing association.


Eastern second year J3’s can only earn USSA points in these specific “racing-up” situations.


A USSA competitor membership and membership in one state racing organization are required for all levels of J3 racing described above. Contact the USSA Eastern region office or your state racing organization for more details on J3 racing programs.

Seeded Competition


Competitors born 1994 and earlier are eligible to participate in seeded competitions. (Competitors born in 1995 are also eligible to compete in selected seeded competitions. Check with your state for details.) Various series of races form a pipeline from local, state, regional, national and international events. The age groupings of seeded competitions allow for a designed progression of athlete development from state and regional teams to becoming nominated for the U.S. Ski Team. Advancement to these top levels of competition is based on ability.


Athletes involved in seeded competitions in the USSA Eastern region must hold a USSA competitor membership and be a member of one state racing organization. An International Ski Federation (FIS) License is required for any FIS racing and inclusion on the FIS points list. Contact the Eastern Office for more information.

Junior 2 Competitors 


Development begins at the local and state level. Through qualifying race series and USSA point systems, athletes advance to regional championship races. The Eastern J1 and J2 Finals, Eastern Junior 2 Championships, and the National Junior 2 Olympics are season long goals. A series of regional development projects begin with the top-performing athletes at this age group. Access to international (FIS) racing begins at the J2 age level. Top-performing J2 athletes can qualify to the TD Bank Eastern Cup FIS series, out of region and international race series, Nor Ams and the Junior 2 Olympics.

Reminder: First year J2’s (YOB 1994) may only compete in 25 FIS technical races. (Giant Slalom and Slalom). Downhill and Super G races do not count towards the 25.

Junior 1 Competitors 


Development at the state and regional level is integral for the advancement of athletes at this age. Through qualifying races, USSA and FIS, athletes can advance to varied levels of upper level racing. The TD Bank Eastern Alpine Championships and involvement in the TD Bank Eastern Cup series are regional goals for this group. Top performing J1 athletes qualify to Nor Ams, U.S. Championships, international race series and possible invitations to U.S. Ski Team camps or race trips.

Seniors


Many of the top-seeded athletes in this age group are involved in college racing. FIS level race series (such as the TD Bank Eastern Cup and the Nor Am race series) provide this group of competitive athletes with national and international comparisons. Seniors provide the point base for state and regional series, competitiveness within the Eastern college racing circuit and top-level competitive involvement with the U.S. Ski Team.

Exceptional Athlete Program


It is important that programs and racer advancement structures be set up with three groups in mind:

1. The average ski racer

2. The top-end racer rising through the system

3. The exceptional athlete


There must be room for the exceptional athlete to move up so that they are challenged, and have to work at winning. However, exceptional means exceptional, that athlete who comes through the system, every few years, that needs a program well advanced from that designed for the top-end racer.


Through identification at the state level, state associations may petition, in writing, to the USSA Eastern Regional Competition Director for an athlete to be considered as “exceptional” and in need of an advanced program. For further details contact the USSA Eastern office.

Masters Competition


At age 21, competitors may begin racing in USSA’s masters program. Individuals who purchase a masters membership and compete in masters competitions will not score USSA points. Athletes, however, may choose to purchase a USSA competition membership in addition to their master's membership. Not only will these individuals have the option of participating at both the master and senior levels of competition, they will also score USSA points in any of the senior, scored USSA sanctioned competitions. For more information on the USSA masters program, please refer to the masters section in this guide, or the USSA Alpine Masters Handbook, which is sent to all master's membership holders.

High School Racing


High school ski racing programs are governed by the individual state “Headmasters’ Associations”, with possible additional options developed by regional and local athletic directors and/or school committees.


The role of USSA and its regional offices for high school racing is to provide assistance, instruction, and an avenue for these racers to move into the “pipeline” of organized ski racing. It is not the intent of USSA to establish or direct policies toward any high school racing programs.


To increase USSA visibility in many of the high school ski racing programs and introduce racers to different USSA levels of competition, the Eastern Region Committee for High School Racing has created a USSA Eastern Regional High School Championship. This Championship allows high school teams representing all states within the Eastern region, plus out of region guest teams, to compete against other state teams. This particular competition is open to all members of a state high school team who have qualified through state selection procedures. Team quota (state) is limited to ten boys and ten girls.

College Racing


Collegiate ski competition is an integral part of the programs in the USSA Eastern Region. Many college events are scored into the USSA National Points List. Regional and state programs are designed to enable college racers to participate on their level of interest and ability. The collegiate quota to major USSA events provides top-college athletes additional access to USSA programs.


College programs are designed and implemented by the colleges themselves. These programs are developed according to the rules and regulations established by the leagues and conferences in which the college is involved. USSA can provide assistance and instruction to colleges in several ways via regional offices. Written materials, coaching clinics conducted by the USSA coach's education, and educating and certifying alpine officials are just a few ways USSA can help. USSA depends on the Eastern ACC and the state racing associations for maintaining the mobility between USSA programs and college racing. In addition, USSA strives to provide college racers with various avenues in order to be active at all levels of competition.


Any college athlete who wishes to be considered for a spot on the college quota to the Nor Ams or U.S. Alpine Championships must submit a letter of intent through their coach to the Eastern Regional Director 30 days prior to the event. It is important that a decision not to compete as part of the college or Eastern quota be communicated to the Eastern office immediately.

Eastern Region Rules and Procedures


The following modifications and definitions of FIS and USSA rules and procedures have been adopted in the USSA Eastern Region.

Membership


Appropriate membership in USSA is mandatory for all participants in the alpine programs of the Eastern Region. Eastern J3 Competitors are required to hold a USSA competitor membership to participate in races used as qualifying events leading to state championships and Junior Olympic events. Competitors must carry their membership card (Or photo copy) to every race. Be aware that membership processing and return mail can take up to two weeks after receipt of application in Park City.


Valid and sufficient medical/accident insurance is mandatory. Proof of insurance must be carried with the racer and available at each race.


Membership in a state racing association is required. A competitor may only belong to one state association. A racer shall race for the state and region in which he/she resides or in which they are attending school and/or training on a long-term basis. The decision, which must be made at the start of the season, must be based on where the racer spends the greatest part of his/her ski training. It must be abided by for the entire season, unless there are extraordinary circumstances. Competitors must join their State Associations by December.

Race Entries


The standard deadline for fully paid entries for all USSA races to be received by the race organizer is five days prior to the start of the first event or official training. Entries received after the deadline and/or not accompanied by payment of full entry fee will be considered late entries. Late entries may be charged up to 150% of the entry fee. 


For any USSA Eastern Region competition in which the field is composed in part or wholly of quotas of various competition organizations, the competition organization must enter its complete quota prior to the established entry deadline. Competitors entered under an Eastern, state, or foreign quota, are not required to pay entry fees until the race registration and cannot be charged a late entry fee.


For Eastern regional FIS events, competitors qualifying through a regional, state, or development quota must confirm or deny their participation in the event with the Eastern USSA staff and their state chairperson, prior to the entry deadline. The field will be finalized at a published team captain’s meeting at which all athletes must be represented. Once the draw is complete, failure to attend the event, for reasons other than force majeure, may result in revocation of the right to compete at the FIS level on a USA quota for specified future events.
Out of Region Travel


As a member of a team named by USSA Eastern, for designated out-of-division races which are organized and staffed by the Eastern Region office, staff may arrange for all ground transportation, lodging, entries and coaching. In most cases, competitors will be required to make their own airline reservations. Each competitor may be charged a package price, payable before departure.


USSA J4 and first year J3 athletes who are registered as Eastern competitors (identified by an E# USSA Competition Membership) are not eligible to earn USSA points out of region. Eastern J3’s and J4’s may race out of region with permission of the Eastern regional staff. Any Eastern J4 or first year J3 athlete who does race out of region will not be credited with any USSA points from these races. “Eastern Children’s Point Waiver” forms are available through the Eastern office. A signed (by parent or guardian) form must be returned to the Eastern Office prior to departure for the race. All “out of Region” entries, must be made by the Eastern Office.


For out-of-division regional FIS series, the East usually has a quota of 10 men and 10 women. Qualified competitors who wish to be considered for entry into an event on the Eastern quota must submit a request in writing to the Eastern Region office received no later than 21 days prior to the first seed meeting of the first event in the schedule. Selections will be made by USSA Regional staff. Individual FIS Series may be designated for development purposes in lieu of standard selection procedure and requirements.


It is the competitor’s responsibility to confirm their place on an Eastern quota. Likewise, it is the competitor’s responsibility to notify the Eastern Office immediately if they wish to be withdrawn from the quota.


For out-of-division USSA Races, please contact the Eastern Region office for authorization and coordination of entry into non-Eastern events.


For Canadian races: the U.S. usually has a quota of 15 men and 15 women. The USSA regional director must approve regional, divisional and/or local club entries into Canadian FIS races in advance, in writing. These requests must be made to the Eastern office 32 days in advance for entries to be considered. Inclusion on the valid FIS list is required for entry into Canadian FIS races.


While the regional office will authorize and submit the official entries, every racer is responsible for their own arrangements. Do not send payment to the office unless specifically instructed to do so; be prepared to pay organizers directly in cash (Canadian) or some other form of guaranteed funds.

Selection Systems

National Team Selection Method (NTSM)


The National Team Selection Method will be used to select teams or to arrange invitation lists based on ranking by points when two or more disciplines are to be considered. 

Development Quota Selection

Based on written information received 15 days prior to an event or series, the regional competition staff will rank development quota requests. Coaches should provide the most current results and other pertinent data relating to the athlete’s progress. Coaches must copy their respective state chairs with development nominations as well as the Eastern office.

Major Events and Selection Procedures


The following are the major race series, beyond the state association level, in which Eastern Region competitors will be involved during the upcoming season.

Selection Procedures


The Eastern quotas for the U.S. Alpine Championships will be based on the following selection methods:

- For the first eight (8) men’s and five (5) women’s quota spots, a four-event selection, scoring “New World Cup” points, counting one less than half of all TD Bank Eastern Cup races through Feb. 12, 2011, will be used. 
Notes: Only places 1-15 in Downhill will be scored for U.S. Nationals qualifying: Development FIS races and NJR races will not be scored towards the U.S. National Championships.

- Using the February 25, 2010 FIS points list, the two (2) highest nationally ranked Eastern men and two (2) highest ranked Eastern women in any event who have not already been selected will be added to the quota.

- Race winners of the SG, GS, and SL from the TD Bank Eastern Alpine Championships. (3 men and 3 women) Note: The SC will not count towards Nationals qualifications. Also, if there is a multiple winner and additional selection is necessary, the silver medalist with the lowest race points is selected next. It someone wins all three races, the two silver medalists with the lowest races points are selected.
- Open start rights will be filled by a ranking of athletes already selected, in the order of FIS points in the event to be filled.

- All ties will be broken by best single result, moving to the next single best result until ties are broken.

- In the case of an odd number of events being scored for one less than one half, round up.
Nor Am Cup Series

Quotas


The Eastern Region has a quota of four men and four women to all U.S. events of the Nor Am Cup Series. The U.S. entry is normally 50 men, 50 women. Any unused USST or collegiate slots revert to development quota. Any unused regional slots revert to the host region.

Selection Procedures


The Eastern quota for all U.S. Nor Am Cup events will be filled through NTSM, using the valid FIS points list for the events contested. An alternate list, equal to the initial quota, will be named by continuing down the NTSM ranking. Any additional Eastern slots will be filled by the discretion of the regional director, based on development requests. (See U.S. Quotas and Selection in the National section of this guide for information regarding selections for Canadian Nor Ams.)

FIS - University Races

National Junior 2 Championships

  Sugarloaf, ME. will host the National Junior 2 Olympic Championships, March 2-9. The East has a quota of 20 men and 15 women. Ranking Eastern Junior 2’s, using “New World Cup” points, and counting one less than half of the four National Junior (NJR) FIS races in January and February, plus the 2DH and 1 SG at the February TD Bank Eastern Cups in Sugarloaf, (count best DH of 2), the top 20 men and 15 women will qualify from these Eastern FIS races as automatics to the National Junior 2 Champs. The next 25 men and 20 women, on the same ranking list, will be automatics to the Eastern Junior 2 Championships. 

Eastern Regional Junior 2 Championships


   Stowe, VT, will host the Eastern Junior 2 Championships, March 2-5, 2010. The event will consist of, 2SG, 1GS, and 1SL, and will be a FIS event. (A FIS license is required to participate)

State quotas represent one team to the event. Any unused spots in individual events will go unfilled.

TD Bank Eastern Alpine Regional Championships


Okemo, VT. will host the 2010 TD Bank Eastern Alpine Regional Championships, Mar. 2-6, 2010. Top-qualifying Eastern J1, J2, and Sr. athletes will compete in a four event FIS series. Overall champions will be named based on total “new world cup points” scored in the series. (SG, SC, GS, and SL) 

Quotas and Selection


Automatics will be selected using both the February 4, FIS points list, and, Eastern Cup events. The top ranked 15 Eastern men and top 10 Eastern women from a 3 event (SG,GS,SL)NTSM list using the February 4 FIS points list, will be automatics. Also, ranking all Eastern U.S. Athletes by New World Cup points, ( 1st place to 30th place; 100 – 1 point), scoring one less than one half the total of Eastern Cup events held through Feb. 12, 2010, the top 70 men and top 50 women will be selected as automatics. Note: Development FIS races will not count towards selections into the Eastern Regional Championships.


Scoring for automatics will be calculated regardless of disciplines contested. Automatics qualify for all events at the Eastern Regional Championships. In the case of an odd number of events being scored for one less than one half, round up. The remainder of the field of Eastern Athletes will be filled through state quotas as follows:

All nominations for the development quotas must be in the Eastern office no later than February 18, 2010.


State quotas represent one team to the series. If competitors choose not to enter certain events, other athletes will not fill those spots. States may make substitutions to their quota until the team captain’s meeting preceding the first race.

Any unused quota spots for the series (automatics or state spots) may be reallocated, by gender, through a state rotation of VT, NH, NY, ME, TS, PA, NJ, SO field size permitting, as determined by Eastern staff. Foreign nations may enter racers according to FIS race quotas and rules for FIS calendar competitors.

- All ties will be broken by best single result, moving to the next single best result until ties are      broken.

- In the case of an odd number of events being scored for one less than one half, round up.

Eastern Junior Sr, 1 and 2 Finals


Gore Mountain, NY will host the 2010 Eastern Sr., J1 and J2 Finals event, Mar. 8-11, 2010. This USSA, four event race series, (2SG,GS, SL) is filled through state quotas, by athletes who have not qualified for the TD Bank Eastern Alpine Championships. Overall champions will be named based on total “Old World Cup points” scored in the series.

Development: An additional 30 + athletes may be added to the SG's of this event. Requests need to be in the Eastern office by March 1. 

State quotas represent one team to the series. States may use any declined quota spots from the Eastern Regional Championships as additional spots to the above quotas. These changes can be made only by the state chairperson, who will communicate them to the Eastern office at least one week prior to the events.


Foreign athletes must qualify through their state organizations and will be included as part of their state’s quota. Foreign athletes’ USSA membership requirements (x-license) and their home federation’s membership requirements must be in order. States may include seniors in their quota.

USSA Eastern Junior 3 Olympics


Sunday River, ME, will host the 2010 USSA Eastern J3 Olympics Mar. 13-16. The top Eastern 13 and 14 year olds will compete in SL, GS and SG events. The SG race will follow a mandatory SG training day.
Overall champions will be named based on total “new world cup points” scored in the series.


Event (SG/GS/SL) gold medalists will qualify to represent the United States in the Whistler Cup International Competition in April. If there is a repeat winner the next selected is the winner of the overall. If there is a multiple winner and additional selection is necessary, continue down the overall ranking list to fill the Whistler Cup, as well as other post-season events. If there is a tie for first place in an event, creating 4 gold medalists, the second best result will be used to break the tie, and so on until the tie is broken. ( Note: Athletes that represent the United States in any of these post season events must be a U.S. citizen, and hold a U.S. passport.)

Quotas and Selection


Quotas represent one state team to the USSA J3 Olympics. Competitors may choose not to enter a single event, but unused quota spots will remain unfilled in the applicable event/sex. Unused quota spots will not be reallocated to another state’s quota. State quotas for boys and girls will remain the same for all events. Entries are due into the Eastern office one week prior to the start of the event. Substitutions will not be allowed after the team captains meeting for the first race, after which no alternates may be added. Additional athletes may qualify through the Junior 3 Finals (see below).

Seeding


Each state team will be divided into five groups for men, five groups for women. If quota is not divisible by five, the larger group will go into seed one, and then into seed two, as needed.

- Within each of the five seed groups, a random draw will determine the first run order.

- Seeds will run in order from one to five for all events. Seeds will consist of the same athletes for each event.

- Second run start order for SL and GS events will be determined by normal USSA procedures; reverse top-30, then 31st on from first run times. First run DNFs and DSQs will be allowed to run the second run, in bib order, at the end of the field, if at all possible, determined by the jury.

Eastern Junior 3 Finals

Sunapee, NH., will host the 2010 Eastern J3 Finals, Mar. 4-7. This event is held for athletes who do not qualify for the USSA  J3 Olympics. The series will consist of a SG, GS and SL. A mandatory SG training run will be held prior to the SG race. 

Quotas and Selection


State quotas will fill the field of 155 competitors. VT, NH, NY, ME, TRI will each have a quota of 22. PARA, NJ, SO will each have a quota of 15. Quotas represent one state team. Unused quota spots will be reallocated through a state rotation of SO, NJ, PA, ME, TS, NY, NH, and VT. Seeding will be the same as the J3 Olympics, as previously described.


The top 5 boys and top 5 girls in the overall scoring from the Junior 3 Finals will be eligible to compete in the Junior 3 Olympics. Scoring will be based on “New World Cup points”. If any of these athletes cannot, or choose not to compete in the Junior Olympics, alternates will not be selected.

TD Bank Eastern Cup, Development FIS, and NJR Series


The 2009-2010 TD Bank Eastern Cup Series is the season-long FIS series for the Eastern Region. This series is used as a stepping-stone to the TD Bank Eastern Alpine Championships, U.S. Alpine Championships, Nor Ams and international racing.


Awards go to the top-three J 2 competitors as well as the top-three overall winners at each event. All entry fees will be waived for the named 2009 / 2010 Eastern Regional Team and the lowest five point holders for each Eastern Cup event.

Note: In Speed events, athletes must be ranked in the top 500 in the world in the event contested for entry to be waived by virtue of their points.
Quotas and Selections


Fields for the Eastern Cup events will be filled as follows: - All eastern athletes will be ranked by NTSM, using the current USSA points list, for SG. GS and SL. i.e. December, January, February, and March/April series. 

NOTE: YOB 1989 and older must appear on the valid FIS points list to be eligible for an automatic quota spot

If athletes selected by age group quota are not participating, no alternates will be named. Athletes selected for their age group quotas must be confirmed to the Eastern office.


The Eastern Region competition staff will select the development quota after the age group quotas are selected. Consideration for development quota selections will be based on development quota forms received no later than 15 days prior to the first day of each series. Development nominations must be submitted by coaches and forwarded to the regional director as well as copy the appropriate state chairperson.

The remainder of the field, up to the maximum of 140, will be filled by using the established NTSM list adding (non age specific) athletes not previously selected. After 5 days prior to the event, no alternates from the NTSM list will be added. A limit may be established, by the regional competition director, on the number of athletes added by this means. Additional state or development quotas may also be used to fill the field. Expanded Development will fill the remainder of the field in the Development FIS races.

The Eastern Region competition staff will select the development quota after the age group quotas are selected. Consideration for development quota selections will be based on development quota forms received no later than 15 days prior to the first day of each series. Development forms must be submitted by coaches and forwarded to the regional director as well as copy the appropriate state chairperson. 

Note: Alternates from the Men's Development Series Automatic list will NOT move up to the Eastern Cup as Eastern Cup automatics pull from an event after the deadline of 5 days prior to the event
The remainder of the field, up to the maximum of 140, will be filled by using the established NTSM list adding (non age specific) athletes not previously selected. A limit may be established, by the regional competition director, on the number of athletes added by this means. Additional state or development quotas may also be used to fill the field. 
If, due to USST, foreign entries, and out of division entries, the field must be reduced to 140, the following steps will be taken:

1. Athletes added to the field by non-age specific NTSM would be removed from the board in reverse point order.

2. If lists to support step 1 are not available, or if the 140 maximum is not yet achieved, Eastern athlete names will be removed form the board in reverse point order as per USSA regional series guidelines.


Quotas for access by other USSA regions and Canada are established through the Eastern USSA Competition Director. Other foreign quotas will be filled as per the FIS ICR. All foreign entries must be made by the athlete’s national association or by an officially designated representative. FIS entry forms must be sent to the USSA Eastern office.

The Eastern Region competition staff will select the development quota after the age group quotas are selected. Consideration for development quota selections will be based on development quota forms received no later than 15 days prior to the first day of each series. Development forms must be submitted by coaches and forwarded to the regional director as well as copy the appropriate state chairperson.


State chairpersons will receive the age group and development selections from the Eastern office. State selections, in ranked order, will be sent to the Eastern Office no later than five days prior to the first day of the series.


The remainder of the field, up to the maximum of 140, will be filled by using the established NTSM list adding (non age specific) athletes not previously selected. A limit may be established, by the regional competition director, on the number of athletes added by this means. Additional state or development quotas may also be used to fill the field. Expanded Development and State quota’s will fill the remainder of the field in the Development FIS races.


If, due to USST, foreign entries, and out of division entries, the field must be reduced to 140, the following steps will be taken:

1. Athletes added to the field by non-age specific NTSM would be removed from the board in reverse point order.

2. State quotas will be reduced by a reverse rotation of the states as listed above.

3. If lists to support steps 1 and 2 are not available, or if the 140 maximum is not yet achieved, Eastern athlete names will be removed form the board in reverse point order as per USSA regional series guidelines.

All foreign entries must be made by the athlete’s national association or by an officially designated representative. FIS entry forms must be sent to the USSA Eastern office.
