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USSA Alpine Race Exemption Explanation

Applications for exemptions to the USSA rules for minimum penalty, number of races and prize money may be requested for consideration to the USSA Alpine Sport Committee Chairman.

1. Minimum Penalty Rules:

USSA ACR: USSA Application of Vertical Drop, Minimum Time and Minimum Penalty:

The Minimum Penalty for a non – FIS USSA race is 25.00 points.

If the vertical drop minimum is not met the minimum penalty is 50.00 points.

2. Number of Race per Day Rules:

USSA ACR: U 202.2

For USSA scored competition, a maximum of two DH or SG races, or one SL or GS race, per gender, may be calendared per day by an organizer.

3. USSA Prize Money Procedure:

USSA Alpine events that wish to present prize money as part of the awards ceremony must apply to USSA for permission to pay prize money. Generally, these applications are accepted, but required as a matter of record. USSA has two requirements regarding prize money awards: 1. Athletes and team captains must be informed of the jeopardy that they may face relative to collegiate eligibility (see attached description). 2. The amount of prize money cannot exceed the amounts being paid by USSA at the U.S. National Alpine Championship ($5250 per discipline per gender).

Application Procedure:

1. Requests must be submitted by the “Local Organizing Committee” to the USSA Alpine Regional Director and the Alpine Regional Alpine Committee Chairman.

2. The Regional Director and Regional Chairman consider requests for approval.

3. Approved and endorsed requests are forwarded to USSA National Staff and the USSA Alpine Sport Committee Chairman. These requests are due September 15, 2008 and should be requested on the standard Race Exemption Application Form.

4. The National Competition Director and the National Chairman will make decisions by the end of October in conjunction with the annual FIS TD meetings.

5. Decisions will be communicated through USSA Regional Staff to the Regional Chairman and “Local Organizing Committee”.

6. Reports and evaluations of the approved requests will be required to renew the request for future years.

U.S. SKI and SNOWBOARD CASH PRIZE WAIVER

For various reasons an athlete may not wish to be considered for cash prizes at a ski race event. One reason may be present and future intercollegiate eligibility. Many collegiate and scholastic institutions have eligibility rules that differ from those of the IOC, FIS and USSA rules. As independent organizations, these institutions have the ability to establish and to enforce their own rules. One such rule prohibits a present or potential athlete from accepting a cash prize.

NCAA Bylaw 12.1.1-(a) states:

“An individual losses amateur status and thus shall not be eligible for intercollegiate competition in a particular sport if the individual: 

“(a) Uses his or her athletic skill (directly or indirectly) for pay in any form in that sport…”

In accordance with 12.1.2-(k), the receipt of pay includes, but is not limited to:

“Cash, or the equivalent thereof (e.g., trust fund), as an award for participation in competition at any time, even if such an award is permitted under the rules governing an amateur, non-collegiate event in which the individual is participating. An award or a cash prize that an individual could not receive under NCAA legislation may not be forwarded in the individual’s name to a different individual or agency….”
