The Timing Crew:
Other Activity
While all that is going on, the start and finish referees, who are not members of the timing crew, are recording the bib number of every start and finish in sequential order.  They do this on the “Start/Finish Referee Recording Form.” 
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This activity is important because the data helps to reconstruct the sequence of events in a race. 
. 
For example: in the event an overtaking racer is not recognized, or a DNF is not recognized. 
. 
Also, the start and finish time recorders use the “Start/Finish Timer Recording Form” where they record the bib numbers and time-of-day for every start and every finish. 
. 
All of this may, at some point, assist the timing. 
. 
Between the Start/Finish Referee, the Start/Finish Timer, and the Announcer’s documentation, it should be possible to reconstruct any race. 
. 
Remember, all start times and finish events are recorded in time-of-day on the timing tape, and the race can be reconstructed using the documentation already mentioned.  Elapsed times can be calculated by hand from the timing tape once start and finish times are properly attributed to each racer.  Hand times will serve as a guide and additional check.
