The Timing Crew:
Tertiary Communications
By Tertiary Communication we are referring to any communication that involves basic maintenance, support, or courtesy activity. 
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Examples of maintenance include: requesting or transferring the hand time values; requests for provisional runs; notification of the use of a substitute bib number; or any clarification required. 
. 
Examples of support include: requests for equipment or manpower; substituting officials; planning; or preparation work. 
. 
Examples of courtesy include: lunch orders; schedule notices; notifying someone on the hill of a personal matter or emergency. 
. 
Traffic of this nature should be communicated over a separate radio channel, not the Jury channel. 
. 
Radio traffic over the Jury channel is often concerned with the fundamental safety and control of the race.  Unnecessary communication traffic must be routed over other communication channels.  It is a good rule of thumb to assume that Jury channel radio traffic must be limited to Jury members, and to no one else unless specifically authorized by the Jury for specific purposes (check point reporting, etc.). 
. 
Radio silence must be maintained as much as practical.
