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Notice to USSA Alpine Competitors:

FIS has made a change in their membership year beginning with the 2006-2007 competition season. The new FIS membership year will now begin with the summer season rather than the fall.

The more athletes USSA can renew and have on this first summer FIS list the better the quotas for the USA.  Quotas for FIS races are based upon the number of athletes each nation has at different levels of World Rank on the first FIS list.

Athletes who intend on racing this summer in the Southern Hemisphere must renew their USSA Alpine Competitor’s membership and FIS license for the 2006-2007 competition season before    June 1, 2006 in order to be eligible to compete this summer.

Within the next few weeks USSA will be sending out early membership and FIS renewals to all Alpine Competitors from the 2005-2006 season who held a Full Alpine FIS license. These need to be sent back to us and received in our office by June 1, 2006 in order to be inscribed on that first FIS list.

We realize that it is difficult to begin thinking about the next competition season when the current season has yet to officially end, however this is necessary to comply with the new FIS membership year.  We encourage Alpine Athletes to renew early to help us with this change from FIS, as well as to ensure that you make that first FIS list. 
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
