All participants must be current alpine competitor members of U.S. Ski & Snowboard to compete.

Bibs will be handed out to club coaches for distribution at the Bromley Outing Club second floor offices from 7-8 am.
Coach tickets will be handed out there — make sure all coaches are signed up on www.adminskiracing.com.

Parent ticket vouchers are available at the BOC clubhouse. Parent tickets are $86+tax — vouchers are redeemed at the
ticket window.

The racecourse is set on East Meadow — accessed by the Alpine Chairlift. The start is to the right when leaving the lift.
Lifts open at 8:30 am. Inspection opens at 8:45 to 9:15 am.

First run women will start at 9:30 AM. Second run will be run within 45 minutes of the completion of the first run.
Announcements, DQ’s and DNF’s will be updated on WhatsApp coaches link with the fifteen-minute protest window.

Bib return: at the finish line or second floor of the Bromley Outing Club (at the bottom of the East Meadow). There is a $50
charge for non-returned bibs.

Awards for the race will be in front of the Bromley Outing Club after completion of the race, time will be announced to
coaches via WhatsApp.
